Our Qualifications

National Vocational Qualifications (NVQ)

The level an individual starts at in the NVQ system

depends on their skills and knowledge and on the

responsibilities and experience they have in their 

present job.

The levels of NVQs are as follows:

Level 1 — this involves a range of work activities that

are fairly routine.

Level 2 — this involves a range of work activities some

of which are complicated and not routine, plus some

responsibility for working individually or with others, as

part of a team.

Level 3 — this involves a wide range of work activities

most of which are complicated and not routine. The

candidate will need to demonstrate responsibility 

working individually, and perhaps also controlling or

guiding the work of other people.

Level 4 — this involves a wide range of complicated

technical or professional work activities. The candidate

will need to demonstrate a great deal of responsibility for

their own work, and perhaps also taking responsibility

for the work of others and for sharing resources.

The progression shown against each qualification 

is a guide only. The Candidate and Assessor can 

discuss individual requirements and progression path

as appropriate.

 



Construction Diplomas

Construction Diplomas replace Construction Awards

(CAs) in England and launched on 1st August 2008.

They have been designed to meet the requirements of

Ofqual’s new Qualifications and Credit Framework

(QCF) which categorises a qualification based on the

number of credits it attracts.

n Award (1 to 12 credits) 
n Certificate (13 to 36 credits)
n Diploma (37+ credits)

Construction Awards will expire for registration on the

30th September with end certification dates for the

FCA, two years for the ICA and three years for the

ACA. 

Experienced Worker Practical
Assessment (EWPA)

CAA developed EWPA to give more choice to 

candidates in the way that they gain their qualification.

It involves assessing your candidatesÕ skills and 

knowledge at an agreed location, either on site or at 

an approved assessment centre. It is not intended as 

a replacement for On-Site Assessment and Training

(OSAT), but as an alternative to sit alongside it — 

giving candidates and their employers more options

when approaching qualifications.

Notes

The below explanations will help you to understand 

the information we have provided within our 

qualification guide.

End Registration Date: This is the date specified 

by QCA that candidates have to be registered by. 

A candidate cannot be registered for a qualification

after its expiry date.

End Certification Date: This is the date specified by

QCA by which candidates already registered for a

qualification must have achieved and claimed all the

units necessary for the qualification. The period

allowed after the registration expiry date is 12 months

for Level 1, 24 months for Level 2 and 36 months for

Level 3.

Mandatory Units — all units have to be achieved.

Optional Units — within some qualifications there 

are optional units indicated whereupon a choice 

can be made of the units to be achieved from the

range specified.

Additional Units — these do not have to be achieved

to gain the full certificate but can be achieved in 

addition to.

QCA ref — this is the reference number allocated by

QCA. You will have to quote it when claming funding.
